Notice of Right to Protest

Any person whose substantial interests will be determined or affected by this order has the right, pursuant to Paragraph 120.57(3)(b), Florida Statutes, to protest the order and to file a petition for an administrative hearing.  A notice of protest must be filed, in writing, within 72 hours of receipt of notice of this order and a formal written protest must be filed within 10 days after date the notice of protest is filed.  The notice of protest and the formal written protest must comply with the requirements set forth in the Uniform Rule Chapter 28-110, Florida Administrative Code, including the posting with the Authority, at the time of filing the formal written protest, a bond payable to the Authority in an amount equal to one percent of the estimated contract amount.  The notice of protest, the formal written protest, and the bond must be filed with the Clerk of Agency Proceedings, Office of General Counsel, Florida Department of Transportation, Mail Station 58, 605 Suwannee Street, Room 550, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-0450.  Failure to file a written notice of protest, or failure to file a formal written protest, or to post the required bond within the allowed time constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to protest the award under Florida law.
